Get Mark and bring him
with you, for he is useful in my ministry. I have sent Tychicus to Ephesus.
When you come, bring the cloak that I left with Carpus at Troas, also the
books, and above all the parchments. Alexander the coppersmith did me
great harm; the Lord will pay him back for his deeds. You also must
beware of him, for he strongly opposed our message. At my first defence
no one came to my support, but all deserted me. May it not be counted
against them! But the Lord stood by me and gave me strength, so that
through me the message might be fully proclaimed and all the Gentiles
might hear it.

After this the Lord appointed seventy others and sent them on ahead of him 
in pairs to every town and place where he himself intended to go. He said 
to them, “The harvest is plentiful, but the labourers are few; therefore ask 
the Lord of the harvest to send out labourers into his harvest.

And if anyone is there who 
shares in peace, your peace will rest on that person; but if not, it will return 
to you. Remain in the same house, eating and drinking whatever they 
provide, for the labourer deserves to be paid. Do not move about from 
house to house. Whenever you enter a town and its people welcome you, 
eat what is set before you; cure the sick who are there, and say to them, 
‘The kingdom of God has come near to you.’”
